A letter from our Director 
Dear Sierra Club Member, 

In recent weeks, I have let you know about the escalating attempts to open the 

Arctic and other precious places to oil drilling. Now - with oil prices skyrocket-

ing again - some members of Congress and pro-drilling forces are stepping up their 

efforts to open up our fragile beaches and coastal waters to destructive oil and 

gas drilling by undermining the 24-year old moratorium on these activities. 

Since 1981, America's coasts, beaches and marine ecosystems have been protected 

from the threats of oil and gas development by the Outer Continental Shelf (OCS) 

Moratorium. 

But renewed efforts by Congress, the Bush Administration and pro-drilling forces 

to undermine the long-standing moratorium protections will open up some of our 

most sensitive coastal waters, including the East Coast, the Eastern Gulf of 

Mexico and most of the Pacific Coast to aggressive and damaging drilling.  

 

 

We can't let this happen! We urgently need your support to help ensure perma-

nent protection for our beaches and coastal waters. 

 

Instead of drilling off our coasts, it's time to embrace real energy solutions - energy 

efficiency, renewable resources like solar and wind power, and making cars go far-

ther on a gallon of gas. We don't need to sacrifice our beaches, coastal waters and 

economy to meet America's energy needs. 

Please send a much needed donation today - your donation will help the Sierra 

Club and its efforts to protect our coasts from drilling, as well as our other critical 

efforts to protect America's wildlife, wildlands, air and water. 

America's coasts provide sanctuary for marine wildlife, a destination for hundreds 

of thousands of vacationing families each year, and the economic lifeblood for tour-

ism and fishing communities - all of which would be jeopardized by offshore drill-

ing.
